SAN DIEGO, CA - Cygnet Theatre Company is proud to mark the re-opening of the newly-
renovated Old Town Theatre with its production of Charles Dickens’ A Christmas Carol,
adapted and directed by Artistic Director Sean Murray. The production runs from runs
November 28 through December 28, 2008. Low-priced previews are November 28 through

December 5. Press Opening is December 6 at 8pm.

Cygnet announced at the beginning of the year that it had signed a 10-year lease with the
State of California Department of Parks to manage the Old Town Theatre located at 4040
Twiggs St. in Old Town San Diego State Historic Park. As part of the contract Cygnet was
required to make certain improvements to the facility. Ruttkey Development Company was
brought in to facilitate the renovations and construction began following a production at the
theatre this past spring of Stephen Sondheim’s A Little Night Music. The renovations include
bringing the theatre up to code under the Americans with Disabilities Act, remodeling the
lobby, box office and concession areas, expanding the restroom facilities, and painting the
interior and exterior of the building. New carpet and seats are being installed along with state-

of-the-art lighting and sound equipment.

To cover the cost of the improvements, Cygnet Theatre launched The Next Stage Campaign
with a goal of raising $975,000. Veronica Murphy, Development Director for Cygnet Theatre,
recently announced that as of mid-October over $900,000 in gifts and pledges had been

raised.
