Cygnet originally presented Fully Committed in January 2004 as part of its first season, with 

Sean Murray serving as director and starring David McBean.  The show proved so immensely 

popular that it was remounted a few months later for an encore engagement.  Mr. McBean 

received a Patte Award, a San Diego Critics Circle Award and a San Diego Playbill award for 

his portrayal of the 40-plus characters.  Due to the overwhelming popularity of the show, 

Cygnet opened its 4th season in July of 2006 with a revival of the production. “Fully 

Committed is that rare show where the chemistry between a particular actor and a particular 

script just meld perfectly. David McBean is able to show off his considerable talent  and 

comedic sensibilities,” says Murray. “I can’t think of anyone else playing this role!”
